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The Origin of Nutfield

The village and church of Nutfield lie upon the
Greensand hill on the road between Blechingley and
Redhill which follows the top of the ridge and is
probably an ancient way.

The earliest reference to Nutfield is in the Domes-
day survey of 1086 where it is spelt Notfelle. The
place-name dictionary gives the origin of the name as
the "field where nuts grew" and defines "feld" as
"open country, land free from wood, plain®, The
Domesday survey records the existence of a church at
Nutfield. Also, that the manor was held by Ida of
Lorraine, wife of Count Tustace II of Boulogrie., The
previous lord of the manor had been Ulwi, one of ¥ing
Idward the Confessor's nobles.

The origin of the parish (an ecclesiastical unit)
is obscure, but seems to have occurred sometime during
the tenth century. It was part of the process of
breaking down the large diocese into smaller, more
manageable units., Throughout the Anglo-Saxon period
churches had been built in villgges and on private
estates, largely by the landowners for their own use,
and steps had to be taken to safeguard the income of
the earlier founded churches (minsters). A law of
King EBdgar (958-975) orders that all tithes and
churchscot are to be paid to the old minster to which
obedience is due, though it allows a thane to pay one
third of his own tithec to a church on his land,
provided it has a burial place; if it has not, he
nmust pay his tithe in full to the o0ld church and
endow his private church out of the rest of his income.

The family of Hadresham settled in Nutfield at the
end of the 12th century and, by leasing land from
Nutfield manor, built up a holding of about 60 acres
which became known as the manor, or reputed manor,
of Hathersham,

Thomas de ¥olbergh died in 1350 leaving a house and
garden to his son. The estate was built up over the
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years, by leasing from Nutfield manor, to about 160 acres,
called the "manor or farm of Woolborough'. 1t
eventually came down to the Shelley family, whose most
notable member was Percy Bysshe Shelley, the poet.

The railway line from Redhill to Tonbridge was opened
in 1842 and lies about one mile south of the ridge.
The station itself was opened in 1884, surrounded by the
Kingsmill estate which had been laid out for building.
A smell number of houses had been built at this date.

South Nutfield was made a separate ecclesiastical
district in 1888. The church, which stands near the
hamlet of Ridge Green, was consecrated in 1888, The
second edition of the 24 inch Ordnance Survey map of
1897 shows about three dozen houses in South Nutfield,
with just g few houses in Trindles Road. By 1914 the
whole of the Trindles Road area had been built upon.

requested to consider the provision of land at the
Pound, if legally possible, and lemorial Playing
Pield, for the comnstruction of a car park, and
that an approach be mnde to the Godstone R.D.C.
for assistaonce in the provision of a car park.

Did you know that anland ig the least wooded country in
Burope, with only 74#% of its land covered by trees? And
yet thousands of trees are destroyed each year? There are
of course many reasons - urbanisation, modern farming
methods, diseace (we saw last summer how Dutch Elm Diseasse
is spreading) and old age. Trees live longer than us but(
not for ever. So the main aim of National Tree Planting
Year was to replace thils country's rapidly diminishing !
stock of slow growing hardwoods - ozks, beeches, elms etec, |

d

In this village we are quite well"treed" but there are
many positions where a tree, or group of trees, could
improve the amenity. In March '73 an open meeting was

eld at the Village Hall, azddressed by Col, Fegan who is
coordln ting tree plantlnb in the Godstone R.D.C. area, He
explained that the R.D.C. would give assistsnce and had
already procured several hundred trees, t0 be given free
to those who would collect them. Many suggestions came
from this meeting as to what and where to plant.
A committee of eight was formed which contacted each
parish organisation, asking for possible sites and
varieties of trees. A map of the proposed tree
planting sites was drawn up and displayed in the
Villege Hall.

The school was first off the mark with its planting
in the spring and now has some healthy looking trees
and shrubs. However, the bulk of the planting could

not be done until the autumn. On October 20th,
Sir Geoffrey Howe, the Rev. 8.G. Wakeling, Col Fegan and
others helped plant six trees. These were placed at

Mutfield lMemorial Hall, in Broadfields Nature Reserve and
lmenity Area (have you walked up the footpath recently
and seen how one man can transform 2 derelict allotment
area?)and South Nutfield Recresntion Ground, where

Guides, Brownies and Youth Club assisted. The l=st

tree planted that afternoon was one donated by

Pullers Earth to Kentwyns Rise, where several of their
retired employees live.
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Qur grateful thanks must go to Fullers Earth and in
particular to Mr Mountford, who, having already given
much of his time and knowledge, is collecting the 100
trees which we have ordered from Godstone R.D.C.'s
supply, and is storing them until we are ready to
plant in the gpring. Donations of £50, including £25
from the Parish Council, will buy several more trees.

Affer we have planted these 100 or so trees (if
anyone would like to help in this please contzct us -
we'd be delighted to accept your zssistance) we hope
to move on to a tree survey with a view to Tree Preser
vation Orders so we can protect trees which are
already mature. Remember, large groups of trees and
hedges can be covered by a T.P.0., not just
individual trees. The Weald was once the most
heavily forested part of Britain; by the efforts of
this community perhaps a small part of it will be
replaced.

llay I express our congratulations and thanks to the
Tditor and all who helped to produce and distribute
the first issue of Nutfield Link. I eagerly look
forward to the February issue.

Living in a Village you are inclined to let the
world go by, unless National or Vorld events disturb
your peaceful existence. Iven the eventis so rapidly
flached across our T.V. screens are soon forgotten and
we are inclined to say "Thank goodness we live in South
MutfieldV I was brought up short, when I attended a
meeting in London and heard some facts about the Church
in Africa and South America. I came back asking
myeelf "How many people heave been added to the Church
in this Parish?" Here are the facts. In Africda the
number of Christians has risen from 20 million in 1950
to 90 million in 1970. At the present rate of Church
growth there will be more Christians in Africa in 1990
than in any other continent. And by 2000 more than
half the population will be Christian. In Latin
America the fiercely repressed Protestant Church numbered
100,000 in 19Q0. Today it numbers 15 million, and the
Church growth rate outstrips the birth growth rate by
nearly T%. What ever you think of these figures you
cannot help but ask what is the Church in Africa and
South America doing to increase its membership which we
are failing to do in this country? 1 spent twenty
years in South Africa, where the Church is active and
growing. I am 2t once struck with the static and
defeatist state of the Church in England. But no one
need be depressed or disheartened, for there are meny
signs of new life, and there is a great deal of thought
and concern for people in this counftry.

Learning in Lent

Let us look forward to Lent (Feb 27 - April 12) and try
to meke it a time of growing and learning. It is often
5 bad time for expecting people to come to Church,
becsouse of illness and bad weather, but I have found
that people enjoy joining a House Group for discussion
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and getting to know each other better. There will be a
number of house groups arranged, on a variety of sub-
Jects, in homes in different parts of the villarge.

Vhy not join one and learn something more about the
Christian faith? liost of these groups will be in the
evening, but for those who are free during the after-
noon I hope to have a group mecting each Vednesday,
starting on Feb 27 at 2.45 at the Vicarage. It will
lest for one hour and there will be a cup of tea for
those who wish to stay.

"Bill" Bashford who died recently had probably lived
in the Parish as long as anyone, as he came here at
the age of one, and was 86 when he died, He was a
true countrymen, with a ready smile and a twinkling eye.
He served in the Army in the 1914-18 war and in the
St John's Ambulance throughout the 193%9-45 war. He
was Verger in the South Nutfield Church in the 1920s.

He will be greatly missed by us all, RW
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Last month we mentioned the changes that had taken
place in the church over the last 10 years. If we
could look forward 10 years to 1984, will things still
be the same? Will Christians still be meeting in hglf
empty purpose-built chapels and churches, or is the
Christian faith so outdated end irrelevant that there
will be no Christians left to meet at all? /i1l the
chapels and churches have been demolished to mee way
for houses? 3

In the lst century, when the Christian church was
young, there was no church building and no great
organisation. In fact sone Christians were driven
underground - literally - and forced to meet secretly
and in fear of their 1lives. Others met in homes -
perhnps just a few at a time - sharing what they had
with each other, enjoying the worship, prayer and the
simple Communion service that marked their time
together. The impact that these groups made changed
the whole system of their world, and we still feel
the effects of their witness today.

Now, the same thing is happening once again. A10
over the country people are beginning once again to
meet - not in old, draughty church buildings - but in
each other's homes. They are meeting to study the
Bible, to pray and worship and to share informally
together. In house groups like these many personal
and deep-rooted problems are sorted out in the natural
atmosphere of a home, and the joy and peace through
Jesus Christ that the early Christians knew 1is
becoming the experience of many who would never have
set foot in a church building in the normal way.
lMaybe the Church byildings will not still be standing
in 1984 - not because there are no Christians - but
because the Christians are meeting together in the
home, It could happen in South Nutfield. There
are already two "home-based' groups of people meeting
to study the Bible and sharing together. By 1984
perhaps - as Jesus Christ becomes a reality to
people - there will be many more.
